 All sit for the reading. At the end the reader concludes: 
 This is the word of the Lord. 
All Thanks be to God. 
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The Gospel 
 All Stand. 
Priest The Lord be with you, 
All and also with you. 
Priest Hear the Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to N. 
All Glory to you, O Lord. 
 The Gospel is read, at the end the priest concludes. 
Priest This the Gospel of the Lord. 
All Praise to you, O Christ. 

The Sermon 
 After the sermon a period of silence is kept. 

The Creed 
Priest Let us stand to declare our faith in God: Father, Son and Holy Spirit. 
 All Stand. 
All We believe in one God, the Father, the Almighty, maker of heaven and 

earth, of all that is, seen and unseen.  
 We believe in one Lord, Jesus Christ, the only Son of God, eternally 

begotten of the Father, God from God, Light from Light, true God from 
true God, begotten, not made, of one Being with the Father; through 
him all things were made. For us and for our salvation he came down 
from heaven, was incarnate from the Holy Spirit and the Virgin Mary 
and was made man. For our sake he was crucified under Pontius Pilate; 
he suffered death and was buried. On the third day he rose again in 
accordance with the Scriptures; he ascended into heaven and is seated at 
the right hand of the Father. He will come again in glory to judge the 
living and the dead, and his kingdom will have no end. 

 We believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life, who proceeds 
from the Father and the Son, who with the Father and the Son is 
worshipped and glorified, who has spoken through the prophets. We 
believe in one holy catholic and apostolic Church. We acknowledge one 
baptism for the forgiveness of sins. We look for the resurrection of the 
dead, and the life of the world to come. Amen.

All Christ has died: Christ is risen: Christ will come again. 
Priest Lord of all life, help us to work together for that day… 
 … all honour and glory are yours, O loving Father, for ever and ever.

All We do not presume to come to this your table, merciful Lord, trusting in 

our own righteousness, but in your manifold and great mercies. We are 
not worthy so much as to gather up the crumbs under your table. But 
you are the same Lord whose nature is always to have mercy. Grant us 
therefore, gracious Lord, so to eat the flesh of your dear Son Jesus Christ 
and to drink his blood, that our sinful bodies may be made clean by his 
body and our souls washed through his most precious blood, and that 
we may evermore dwell in him, and he in us. Amen.
